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Welcome to your  
Post 16 options  
in Barnet
BTECs

BTEC stands for the Business and Technology Education
Council. BTECs are specialist work-related qualifications that
combine practical learning with subject and theory content.
BTECs are designed for young people interested in a particular
sector or industry but who are not yet sure what job they’d like
to do. You could study a BTEC at Level 2 or 3, either alongside
academic qualifications or as part of a wider programme
(such as an apprenticeship). You can also study a BTEC as a
standalone course.

Cambridge  
Technicals

Cambridge Technicals are vocational qualifications at Level 2
and Level 3 for students aged 16+. They’re designed with the
workplace in mind and provide a high-quality alternative to
A Levels with a great range of subjects to choose from.

Apprenticeships

Apprenticeships allow you to combine work and study by
mixing on-the-job training with classroom learning. You’ll
be employed to do a real job while studying for a formal
qualification, usually for one day a either at a college or a
training centre. By the end of your apprenticeship, you’ll
hopefully have gained the skills and knowledge needed to either 
succeed in your chosen career or progress onto  
the next apprenticeship level.

City & Guilds
A City and Guilds  
qualification is a technical  
education option that focuses  
more on practical work.

When you enter Post 16 education, there are many alternatives to A Levels which 
offer a more practical route to your chosen career. These routes give you the 
option to get on the job training, learn while you earn and clear pathways straight 
to the job of your choice.

T Levels

T Levels are an alternative to
A Levels, apprenticeships and
other 16 to 19 courses. Equivalent  
to 3 A Levels, a T Level focuses  
on students developing the  
knowledge, attitude and practical  
skills required to be able to progress  
into skilled employment, higher  
study or an apprenticeship.          
A T Level is constructed of core  
theory, occupational skills and  
a 45 day Industry Placement.

The Caseworker will also work closely with the 
Personal Adviser or Social Worker and Mentor 
to ensure consistency and avoid ‘duplication’ of 
actions.

This is a free, short pre-employment course to prepare, train and guide candidates through each 
stage of a traineeship/apprenticeship/job application. The course includes tailored support and 
training to help you pass the specific assessments, works on CV improvement, communication 
skills and builds job specific knowledge. Our dedicated careers advisors will guide and support you 
on your chosen path.

	� Routes into Construction/Employment is a 

programme designed to prepare young people 
for work or Further Education through training 
coupled with work experience in a range of 
industries.  

•	 Who is the training programme for? 
	� You are eligible to join the course, if you are not 

in full-time employment, full-time training or 
an apprenticeship.

•	 What is taught on the training programme? 
	� For individuals who follow the construction 

pathway young people will study for the 
Construction Health & Safety Level 1 Award. 
They will also focus on personal development 
skills for successful employment, CV writing, 
interview skills and will complete a work 
placement in a construction company.

For other industries, individuals will be taught 
personal development skills to ensure successful 
employment and employment advisers will work 
with candidates on CV writing and interview 
skills. We encourage and work with candidates 
to create a personal development plan which 
outlines goals and targets to improve your career 
and overall well-being.

•	 What qualifications will I gain? 
	� For those on the construction pathway, anyone 

wishing to be employed on a construction site 
is required to hold a CSCS card. As part of the 
training, you will be entered for the Health 
and Safety and Environmental exam and if 
successful you will be able to apply for the 
CSCS card.

•	 What happens at the end of the programme? 
	� At the end of the training programme, you will 

continue to receive support from Routes into 
Construction/Employment Team to enable 
you to obtain sustained employment and / or 
training. Our employment advisers will stay 
in contact with young people to ensure they 
maintain sustainment in either employment, 
an apprenticeship or training for up to six 
months. We encourage you to speak with us 
about you are getting on and whether you 
are experiencing any issues in the place of 
employment or training. Should candidates 
require our services, you are encouraged to 
contact us and we will do our best to support 
you. In other instances where a young person 
may need help with emotional or mental 
wellbeing, we will do our best to refer them to 
the appropriate agencies.

An alternative to A Levels, T Levels are high-quality, 
classroom-based technical programmes which 
give young people the technical and practical skills 
needed to be an asset in the workplace. T Levels 
are a 2 year qualification and give you a head start 
towards the career you want. 

The government developed T Levels to deliver world 
class technical education and provide you with a new 
exciting choice after GCSEs.

LEARN YOUR WAY
T Levels involve more classroom study than 
apprenticeships, which means you can experience an 
industry while you continue your studies.

Like A Levels, there are no tuition fees to study a 
T Level if you start before you are 19. Schools and 
colleges set their own entry requirements, so check 
their website or contact them direct to find out more.

T LEVEL SUBJECTS
The first T Levels were introduced in September 2020, 
more T Levels will continue to be rolled out during 
the next couple of years. There will be more than 20 
available covering a range of subjects from digital to 
health and engineering to science.

GET AHEAD IN YOUR CAREER
T Levels give you the chance to learn what a real 
career is like while you continue your studies.

Your industry placement will last for at least 45 days 
– when and how you complete it depends on the  
T Level, college/school and employer. 

INDUSTRY PLACEMENT 
This provides you with an invaluable opportunity to 
put the learning, knowledge and skills developed in 
school/ college into practice in a real workplace. An 
Industry Placement will mean you are work ready in 
your chosen career pathway.

CREATED WITH EMPLOYERS
T Levels have been designed with leading  
businesses and employers to give you the  
knowledge and skills you need.

Beautician 
A beautician carries out a variety of beauty 
related jobs such as manicures, pedicures, 
waxing and facials. 

Makeup Artist 
Makeup artists offer general makeup services 
or work in prosthetic design. This includes 
enhancing facial aesthetics through makeup, 
creating custom looks for clients and working 
with actors on movie sets. 

Masseuse 
As a masseuse you will massage muscles and 
soft tissues of the body to provide treatment 
for medical conditions, injuries or wellness 
maintenance.

Hairdressing
Hairdressing is a fast moving, fashion 
orientated business, so you will need to be 
creative, enjoy meeting people, have loads of 
energy and be a good communicator.
You may start by assisting in the day to 
day running of a salon, learn and practise 
hairdressing techniques and treatments and 
understand the knowledge behind this.

Barbering has a unique position within 
the hair and beauty sector, as it combines 
traditional skills, such as scissors over comb 
and shaving, with new specialist techniques, 
such as 2D and 3D sculpting.
