	Carers and Young Carers


	
	Sarah Perrin, Prevention and Wellbeing service manager.
Sarah spoke to the group about Carers services and how the borough wanted services to change. The presentation included:

· What was meant by the term carer

· Statistics of the borough

· The vision for new services

· When a new service would be in place.

The board discussed many of the issues around carers and carers services and the discussions included:

· Why it is taking so long to identify carers and young carers and what could be done about this

· How to tackle carers not wanting to or not being able to leave those they care for behind to access support services

· Barriers to carers accessing support services

· How to make carers support more joined up

· How to use technology to keep carers engaged and accessing support

· The need for improved Partnership working.

	Workshop: Improving attendance at the board.

	
	It was highlighted to the attendees that the attendance at the board over the last few meetings had dramatically reduced and that there was often more council staff in attendance than service users and the voluntary sector. The board were asked to try and identify some of the barriers that may be stopping people engaging with us and also to identify the way that we can start to overcome these barriers.
The board felt that these were some of the barriers:

· The board is not widely known about, many people have not heard about it
· The structure and the formality of the board may be putting people off of attending

· Agenda items are repeated at a number of meetings and people may have heard it before

· Agenda items need to be suitable for the attendees and able to see the effect they are having.

The board feel that some of the ways to tackle these challenges are:

· The board needs to be more visible in the community

· The board needs to speak to other community groups

· Advertise the Partnership Boards in the library 

· Invite people to an open meeting

· Have an open membership so people can come along without the pressure of committing to coming regularly which may enable people with fluctuating illnesses to attend.
The board agreed that they would make the next meeting in September an open meeting so as many people as possible could attend.

They also advised advertising the meeting through Social Work and OT teams, Barnet Carers Centre, Community Barnet.
